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Drug and Alcohol Policy

The Culinary Insttute of America is commited to creatng and maintaining a campus and work
environment that is free of drug and alcohol abuse and complies with all federal, state, and local laws
governing the service and consumpton of alcohol and the use and possession of illegal substances. The
CIA prohibits:

e The unlawful use, manufacture, distributon, dispensaton, sale, transportaton, purchase, or
possession of any nonprescripton drugs or controlled substances on its owned, operated, or
controlled property or any other locaton.

e The unlawful service, distributon, sale, possession, consumpton, or other unlawful use of
alcoholic beverages.

This Policy is intended to provide a comprehensive statement of rules, guidance, procedures,
resources, training requirements, roles and responsibilites for The Culinary Insttute of America (CIA)
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violatng this policy are not enttled to the procedural protectons set forth below and may be
summarily excluded from CIA property, programs, actvites, or events.

Compliance Statement

The CIA complies with the applicable federal laws across all campuses, including without limitaton:
Title IX of the Educaton Amendments of 1972 (specifcally including adopted regulatons); Secton
504 of the Rehabilitaton Act of 1973; Title VI and Title VIl of the Civil Rights Act of 1964; the Americans
with Disabilites Act, the Age Discriminaton in Employment Act, the Age Discriminaton Act of 1975;
the Violence Against Women Reauthorizaton Act; and the Campus SaVE Act. The CIA also complies
with state laws applying to its New York, California and Texas campuses, including but not limited to:

Additonal Resources and Procedures relatng to Incidents of Sexual Misconduct

l. Sexual Assault Response Team (SART)

A Sexual Assault Response Team (SART) is available at each CIA campus. SART Advisors are trained
Employees who are frst responders to complaints of Sexual Misconduct. They provide the
Complainant with support and assistance, access to resources both on campus and of campus, as
well as informaton about Sexual Assault, Datng Violence, Domestc Violence, and Stalking. For
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contactng the police or to go with them to the police department, any of the following individuals at
the CIA can help:

X Campus Safety/Security
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New York and California

The health and safety of every student at the CIA Community is of utmost importance. The CIA
recognizes that students who have been drinking and/or using drugs (whether such use is voluntarily
or involuntarily) at the tme that violence, including but not limited to domestc violence, datng
violence, stalking, or sexual assault, occurs may be hesitant to report such incidents due to fear of
potental consequences for their own conduct. The CIA strongly encourages Students to report
domestc violence, datng violence, stalking, or sexual assault to CIA ofcials. A Student bystander
actng in good faith or a reportng Student actng in good faith who discloses any incident of domestc
violence, datng violence, stalking, or sexual assault to CIA oFcials or law enforcement will not be
subject to the CIA’s Student Code of Conduct for violatons of alcohol and/or drug use policies
occurring at or near the tme of the domestc violence, datng violence, stalking, or sexual assault.

In additon to amnesty (forgiveness) for alcohol and drug violatons, a Student who partcipates in
good faith as a Complainant, a witness in an investgaton or a bystander in relaton to an alleged
incident of Sexual Violence will not be subject to disciplinary sanctons for any violaton of the CIA's
Student Conduct policies at or near the tme of the alleged incident, unless the CIA determines that
the violaton was egregious, including, but not limited to, an acton that places the health or safety of
any other person at risk or involves plagiarism, cheatng, or academic dishonesty.

Texas

The CIA will not take disciplinary acton against a student enrolled at the CIA who in good faith reports
to the CIA being the victm of, or a witness to, an incident of sexual harassment, sexual assault, datng
violence, or stalking for a violaton by the student of the CIA’s code of conduct occurring at or near
the tme of the incident, regardless of the locaton at which the incident occurred or the outcome of
the insttuton’s disciplinary process regarding the incident of sexual harassment, sexual assault,
datng violence, or stalking, if any.K

This does not apply to students who report their own commission or assistance in the commission
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VII.  Special Provisions for CIA Employees and Nonemployee Workers in
New York State Pursuant to the New York State Human Rights Law

New York State law protects employees, paid or unpaid interns, and non-employees, including
independent contractors, and those employed by companies contractng to provide services in the
workplace from sexual harassment in the workplace. Local laws may apply as well.

A perpetrator of workplace harassment can be a superior, a subordinate, a coworker or anyone in the

workplace including an independent contractor, contract worker, vendor, client, visitor, or student. In
additon to being prohibited by this Policy, sexual harassment is against the law, and individuals who

engage in harassing behavior may be subject to personal liability in a civil lawsuit.

The CIA is commited to responding quickly and efectvely to any internal report of sexual harassment
and encourages Employees and Nonemployee Workers to come forward and allow us to pursue an
internal investgaton of the mater. In additon to the CIA’s internal complaint procedure, an individual
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Missing Student Notfcaton Policy

In compliance with the Federal Higher Educaton Opportunity Act, The Culinary Insttute of America has
established a Missing Student Notfcaton Policy in the event that a student who resides in on-campus
housing is determined to be missing. The CIA will initate the missing student notfcaton process no
later than twenty-four (24) hours afer a student residing in on-campus housing has been determined to
be missing.

Missing Student Contact Informaton

A student may confdentally identfy, through the student housing applicaton, a person or persons who
the CIA will contact if such student is determined missing. This contact may be diferent and separate
from the student’s emergency contact. All missing student contact informaton registered in the
Residence Life system is confdental and only accessible by a limited number of authorized CIA oFcials.

During orientaton, Campus Safety and/or Residence Life will provide each student with informaton on
how to register a missing student contact. This informaton may be updated and changed at any tme in
the student housing database.

All fre safety systems are monitored 24/7, and installed, maintained, and tested according to state fre
codes.

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8. The silencing of the alarm is not an automatc signal to reenter the building. Do not reenter untl
it’s deemed safe and you are instructed to do so by fre department personnel, a campus safety
ofcer, or a fre warden.

Remember—R. A. C. E.

These four steps must be accomplished to successfully deal with a fre emergency. The order in which
they are performed will vary according to the circumstances.

Rescue persons in immediate danger.
Alarm must be sounded.
Confne fre by closing all doors.

Extnguish small fres.

Extnguish should be substtuted with Evacuate in cases where:

the fre is spreading beyond its startng point,

the fre is already large,

the fre could block your escape route,

you are unsure of how to operate the extnguisher, or

you are in doubt as to whether the extnguisher is the proper one for the type of fre you are
facing.
